*Regarding keyboard/piano or organ lessons, students beginning with MUS1001 and
MUS1002/Keyboard for Classroom Teachers | & Il take two additional semesters of private lessons.
Students with keyboard background take three semesters of lessons and a semester of
MUS3320/Music Technology.

Regarding Early Field Experiences, make sure to register for each in the proper semester. If you do
not register for them, you cannot receive credit for them.

Fitness for Life and First Aid are required general education activity courses for all students.
