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Mission Statement

Constitution

Article I --- Name

The name of this association shall be Martin Luther College Alumni Association.

Article II --- Objectives

Encourage members to keep MLC, its students, and its teachers in their prayers.

Urge members to help identify prospective students with gifts for ministry and
encourage them to attend MLC.

. Encourage members to promote the mission of MLC and the synod’s ministerial
education system as a whole.

Encourage members to remember MLC with a personal financial gift and/or an
offering raised through their organization or congregation.

. Encourage members to remain informed of the events and happenings at MLC.

Article III---Membership

General membership is extended to all degree recipients from Martin Luther College,
Dr. Martin Luther College, or Northwestern College.

. Special membership is extended to all former students of MLC, DMLC, and NWC
who do not qualify as general members.

. Honorary membership will be granted to faculty and faculty emeriti.

. Associate membership may be granted to other individuals having an interest in
promoting and participating in the stated concerns of the Association.
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Article IV --- Governance

The purpose and function of the Martin Luther College Alumni Association

(MLCAA) shall be consistent with the needs of Martin Luther College and its alumni. The
Board of Directors shall co-direct certain affairs in consultation and conjunction with the office
and Director of Alumni Relations. Such affairs would be outside the described role of the
Director of Alumni Relations.
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The Board of Directors shall consist of:
A minimum of 16 members and a maximum of 21
a. four Officers
b. twelve to seventeen general Board members

. The MLC Director of Alumni Relations, ex officio

The Officers of the MLCAA and their duties shall be:

. A male president who shall:

a. work closely with the office and Director of Alumni Relations

b. conduct all meetings

c. implement instructions from the Board

d. perform other duties delegated by the Board

e. appoint committee members in consultation with the Executive Committee

. A male vice-president who shall:

a. preside over meetings in the absence of the President
b. perform other duties upon request of the President

. A secretary who shall:

a. take, distribute, and store minutes from all meetings
b. communicate directives to the Director of Alumni Relations and Board members
c. direct correspondence

. A treasurer who shall:

a. with the assistance of the MLC financial office, oversee the financial recording
of monies generated by MLCAA activities and members
b. give a financial report at the annual meeting

. The Director of Alumni Relations, ex officio, who shall:

a. be a full time hired position under the MLC Office of Mission Advancement
b. coordinate all activities of the MLC alumni relations office
c. work independently and interdependently with the MLCAA

. Terms for officers shall be two years, not to exceed their terms on the general Board.

Board of Directors members:

. shall be representative of the geographical, gender, and form of ministry diversity in

the MLCAA membership

. shall attend the annual meeting

. shall be informed, involved, and invested members of the MLCAA

. shall serve on a designated committee appointed by the Executive Committee

. shall be willing to serve a term of four years with a maximum of two consecutive terms
. shall be in fellowship with the WELS
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Committees
1. The Executive Committee
a. shall consist of the four elected officers (president, vice-president, treasurer,
secretary) and the Director of Alumni Relations
b. shall have the right to conduct the affairs of the MLCAA in the interim period
between annual meetings
2. The Nominating Committee
a. shall present at the annual meeting a slate of at least two candidates for each vacant
position on the Board of Directors
b. shall present at the annual meeting a slate of at least two candidates for each officer
vacancy
3. The Alumni Funding Committee
a. shall advise the Treasurer regarding the investment of MLCAA monies
b. shall submit to the annual meeting proposed grants, awards, and expenditures

Article V --- Location

The registered office for the transaction of business for MLCAA shall be the campus
of Martin Luther College, New Ulm, MN and from time to time, other places as may be
designated by the Board of directors.

Article VI ---Amending the Constitution

. Proposed amendments to the Constitution shall be submitted in writing to the
President, read, and voted upon at the annual meeting. A two-thirds majority of ballots cast are
required for adoption of amendments.
